Class Supply List 

Ã Contain Yourself pattern  

Ã Fabric and other supplies as listed on the pattern 
back cover including ByAnnieôs Soft and 
StableÈ 

Ã TIP: Take special note of the fabric amounts if 
making all three bins. As shown in the Cutting 
Layout on page 1, one yard of main fabric and 
one yard of lining fabric will make one large, one 
medium, AND two small bins! 

 

 

ALSO BRING TO CLASS: 

Ã Sewing machine in good working order with a 
walking foot and 1/4" foot. If you have a Teflon 
foot, bring it, too, to facilitate stitching on the 
vinyl. Donôt forget the extension table for your 
machine.  

Ã Rotary cutter and rulers 

Ã Basic sewing kit including #90/14 topstitch 
needles, Wonder Clips, a stiletto/pressing tool, 
pins (the large yellow-topped quilting pins work 
best), scissors, thread to match fabrics, chalk 
marker or similar tool for marking lines, etc.
